« This engagement session had a very positive turnout, with 19 people expressing their « Playground detailed design through further engagement
interest in future engagement activities.
« Resolve the eastern corner of the park through further consideration and engagement
« A more organic layout seems to be the most favourite approach, rather than the linear

one. « Mounding to amenity space in light of ground investigation results
« Many people mentioned the need of addressing the ASB issues, and the maijority is - Incorporate more seating/social space

supportive of fencing off a corner of the park for addressing those issues and re-

purposing it for food growing, a community garden and/or a classroom for children. « Toreview and co-ordinate highways proposal for St Jude Street

« Afew comments mentioned that they would like to see more seating spaces in the area.
« Arecurrent comment seems to be the need to enhance the greenery and biodiversity.

« Most people are in favour of the enhancement and expansion of the playground to
cater for wider age groups.
